SUN CITY SOFTBALL POLICY 

1. There will be 3 major leagues during the fall and spring session – American, Central and National.

2. There will be three drafts for players for the fall and spring sessions – American League first, Central League second, and National League third.  There will be at least two days between drafts.  The Co-ed League and 65+ League will choose their own draft time.  

3. Each major league will evaluate its own players as follows: American 1 to 3, Central 4 to 6, and National 7 to 9.  During the summer session the league chairman will evaluate the players.  

4. All players will indicate their league preference in the original sign-up for each session.

5. Recruitment from one league to another will only be accomplished within the first seven days after the end of the sign up period.  

6. Every attempt should be made to have a similar number of teams in each three major leagues by mutual collaboration.

7. Players are only allowed to play in their own major league.  Any exceptions to this practice must have the approval of both League Chairpersons involved.  

8. Uniforms– The club furnishes pants, shorts, jerseys, caps and visors. Articles of uniforms are for league and club play only. Alterations are not permitted except for temporary “tucks” for fit. Caps. Visors, shorts, pants will be replaced on an exchange basis only if worn out or damaged by play. All articles of uniform are the property of the Club. Any player who resigns from his/her membership must return jerseys, pants unless purchased by the player. In support of our sponsors a full league issued uniform must be worn so the sponsor’s name is clearly visible and shirts tucked in. With the exception of the umpires, all players, coaches, and managers must wear their league issued uniforms. In case of cold or inclement weather, additional clothing will be allowed. Players not wearing the appropriate uniform will be given one warning by the umpire to immediately fix the uniform problem or be removed from the game. The team will be charged with an out each time that player would have batted. The team will continue to play short of one player. Repeated offenses will be handled by the appropriate league committee. This rule is for the sponsors and to maintain a consistent tone of professionalism.   During summer leagues shirts maybe left untucked.  

9. Safety Protocol- All players must follow all safety protocols as mandated by the Sun City Senior Softball Club. Violation of safety rules may affect a player’s ability to participate. In the interest of player safety, any player, except for those wearing a protective helmet, suffering from a head trauma either on offense or defense shall be removed from the game and will not be permitted to play for the reminder of that day.

10.  Each league will be governed by a league committee of at least five active softball players from that league.  Each league committee will determine how committee members are replaced and selected to serve.  

11. Any player absent from playing for the past full year will need to be re-rated by the green team before allowed to play. 

12. Upon completion of the league draft, no rule changes will be made that could compromise player safety.  

13.  No player will be permitted to transfer between leagues at any point during the season unless extenuating circumstances are reviewed and approved by the softball board. 

14. [bookmark: _GoBack] A player who voluntarily withdraws from their league during an active session shall be ineligible to play for the remainder of that session unless extenuating circumstances are reviewed and approved by the softball board.
